destinadas a formacion, investigacion y realizacion de proyectos

personales en el ambito de la creacién artistica (no trabajos

tedricos) para artistas de cualquier nacionalidad. De ellas 1 beca

se destinara con prioridad a espafioles o residentes (como

minimo cinco anos inmediatamente anteriores a la solicitud de

la beca) menores de 30 afios para trasladarse al extranjero con

ohjeto de continuar su trabajo, estudio o estancias en residencia.

% Las ayudas seran directas, indivisibles e intransferibles. No
cubren las prestaciones familiares.

% El disfrute de esta ayuda es incompatible con cualquier otra
ayuda institucional para el mismo concepto.

1. DURACION
% El tiempo de disfrute de esta beca sera de 9 meses. Puede
solicitarse prorroga si la beca se ha disfrutado fuera del lugar

de origen, siendo necesario presentar una nueva solicitud en los

plazos de la convocatoria publica que sera valorada junto al
resto de solicitudes en igualdad de condiciones.

2. DOTACION

% Elimporte de cada una de las becas es de 23.000 euros.

3. CONDICIONES

Fundacioén se haya recibido la aceptacion escrita del solicitante.
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4. COMPROMISOS

La ayuda de la Fundacion Botin debera ser citada en cuanta
documentacion se genere durante el plazo de disfrute de la
beca.

Si de la beca surgiera la posibilidad de alguna publicacion, la
Fundacion Botin tendra derecho preferente a realizarla. En
caso de renunciar a ello, en la publicacién debera figurar su
calidad de becario de la Fundacién Botin.

La Fundacién Botin podré, durante el disfrute de la beca,
directamente o por delegacion, evaluar el aprovechamiento y
desarrollo del proyecto presentado.

El becario se compromete a enviar a la Fundaciéon Botin, en el
mes posterior a la finalizacién de su beca (fecha limite 25
noviembre de 2023), una memoria en que, segun los objetivos
marcados en la solicitud, se realice una evaluacion final sobre
resultados y aprovechamiento de la misma, acompanada de la
documentacion grafica de los trabajos realizados. A su
recepcion se dard por finalizada la beca, abonandose el 5%
pendiente de pago.

El programa de la Fundacion Botin incluye en primicia la
presentacion publica en el Centro Botin de los trabajos
realizados por los artistas durante el periodo del disfrute de la
beca, para lo que deberan facilitar la informacion,
documentacion y préstamo de obra que se les solicite,
comprometiéndose a no exhibir de forma individual en
Cantabria antes de esta cita.

Esta presentacion publica podra tener lugar en el espacio
expositivo, o si fuera mas relevante en otros espacios mas
adecuados para la performance, las actividades participativas,
los ciclos de video, etc. E1 Centro Botin recomendara los
formatos mas convenientes en conversacion con los artistas.
En el caso de que la Comision Asesora lo considere se adquirira
obra de los artistas seleccionados, teniendo la Fundacion Botin
prioridad en la compra de la obra realizada con la beca. Esta
adquisicion puede ser posterior a la finalizacion de la beca y en
el precio final de dicha adquisicién debera reflejarse el apoyo
economico de la Fundacion.

El incumplimiento de cualquiera de las normas establecidas
permitira a la Fundacion actuar como lo estime conveniente.
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5. DOCUMENTACION

documentacion.

La documentacion aportada a la solicitud serd en espaiiol o en
inglés.

Por cuestiones de organizacién y valoracion la documentacion
del aspirante debe presentarse en formato DinA4 ocupando un
méaximo de 40 DinA4 por una sola cara (no debe tener grapas,
ni estar encuadernada). Se desestimara toda solicitud que no se
ajuste a esta norma. En caso de proyectos audiovisuales, el
artista podra aportar un DVD o dispositivo USB acompartiando
al dossier exigido.

El dossier presentado a la convocatoria de esta beca no se
devolvera tras la resolucion de la misma.

La Fundacion se reserva el derecho de solicitar, previa
indicacién del jurado, la presentacion de documentacion
complementaria.

Curriculum vitae, con indicacién de estudios realizados,
actividades profesionales, exposiciones, premios, becas, etc.

Titulo del proyecto y resumen del mismo (méximo cien
palabras) o formacién a realizar. Memoria especificando
objetivo, plan de actuacion (fases de desarrollo y fechas) y
justificacion personal de la conveniencia de llevarlo a cabo.
(méximo 10 DinA4 por una sola cara).

Documentacion grafica, impresiones o fotocopias en color del
trabajo del artista (no se aceptardn originales, ni
documentaciéon adjunta como catalogos, folletos, obras
originales, etc.). En DinA4 por una sola cara.

Para la beca destinada a espanoles o residentes menores de 30
afnos: memoria con justificacion personal sobre la conveniencia
de su estancia en el lugar elegido, informacién y carta de
aceptacion del centro (en el caso de que la beca sea destinada a
formacion), proyecto a desarrollar y relacién con sus proyectos
actuales.
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6. SELECCION

El jurado nombrado al efecto hara la seleccion. El fallo de la
Fundacion Botin sera inapelable. El jurado se hara publico una
vez cerrado el plazo de recepcion de solicitudes.

7. PLAZOS

El plazo para cumplimentar el formulario de solicitud en la
web y recibir la documentacion en la Fundacion Botin finaliza
el viernes 6 de mayo de 2022.

GRANTS AWARDED FOR STUDY, INDIVIDUAL PROJECTS AND RESEARCH

Bases

Fundacion Botin announces its new call for projects to award

6 Visual Arts Grants meant to support individual art projects
that may consist of training (academic or not), research (non
academic), and production. Artists of any nationality may apply.
One of these grants will be given in priority to a Spanish artist
or resident at least five years prior to the application to this
grant, under the age of 30 who have a concrete project of
relocating abroad to carry out their project (training, research
and production).

Grants are awarded to individual artists (or established groups
of artists) and are not transferable. They cannot be used for any
other purpose that the carrying out of the project outlined in the
grant application.

Applicants must demonstrate that the project they apply for is
not funded by another institution, unless it is clearly stated that
those funds are applied to a specific aspect of the project that
this grant will not cover.

1. DURATION

Grants are given to cover a period of nine months. Artists who
have relocated to a country other than the one of their
permanent residence may apply for an extension, for which is
necessary to submit a new application within the terms of the
public announcement that will be valued with the rest of the
applications under equal conditions.

2. ENDOWMENT

The total amount of the grant is €. 23.000. Spanish income tax
law is applicable and the corresponding amount will be
automatically deducted unless artists provide a valid certificate
of tax residency in another country. Grantees are responsible
for the settlement of any related taxes in their country of fiscal
residence.

Grant money can be used freely by the grantee (for living
expenses, travel, equipment rental or purchase, and any other
related production or training costs) provided expenses are
related to the project they received the grant for.
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Travel insurance will be provided to grantees relocating to
another country during the course of the grant period.

Payment schedule: 45% at the beginning of the grant period;
25% at the end of the first trimester; 25% at the end of the second
trimester; 5% paid upon the remittance of a final report.

3. TERMS

The grant is valid for the grant period only. It cannot be
interrupted, and the grant period must start before the end of
202R2.

Grantees will be notified in writing once their application has
been approved. They must confirm in writing that they accept
the grant before any payment can be made.

4. LIABILITY

Grantees must credit Fundacién Botin in any communication,
publication, or public program related to the granted project.
Should the grantee decide to produce a publication related to
the granted project, Fundacion Botin reserves the right of first
refusal to publish it; in the event Fundacion decides to waive
this right, the grantee will need to credit Fundacion Botin as the
funder of the related project.

During the course of the grant period, Fundacién Botin reserves
the right to assess the progress and development of the granted
project.

The artist agrees to send Fundacion Botin a report which,
referring to the aims outlined in the application, provides a final
evaluation of the project and outlines the way the grant has
been used, together with visual documentation of the works
executed (deadline: November 25™, 2023). This will conclude the
grant cycle and is the condition to execute the final payment of
the grant (5% of the total amount).

The Programme of the Botin Foundation includes the public
presentation at the Botin Center for the first time of the works
produced over the grant period. Grantees are requested to
facilitate to Fundacion Botin the loan of works to be exhibited
as well as instructions to present the work, and all the
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documentation that may be required. They must also agree to >
not take part in any show organized in the region of Cantabria

before this exhibition takes place.

This presentation may take place in the exhibition space, or if it

is more relevant in other spaces more suitable for performance, >
participatory activities, film, etc. The Centro Botin will

recommend the most convenient formats in conversation with

the artists. >
Fundacion Botin’s Artistic Committee may elect to acquire

work by the grantees. Such acquisition may occur during or

after the exhibition, having Fundacion Botin priority in the

purchase of the work carried out with this grant. It is expected

that the acquisition price takes into consideration the financial
support Fundacion Botin has provided to the grantee.

Failure to comply with the rules outlined here may result in
Fundacién Botin taking action as it sees fit.

All applications will need to be submitted in print via regular

mail. Please include a printed copy of the web registration form

along with the remaining documentation; please ensure that

the mention BECA DE ARTES PLASTICAS appears clearly

on the envelope. >
Applications will be accepted in Spanish and in English.

Documents must be submitted on single-side printed paper in

DINA 4 format (or US letter size); the maximum length is 40 >
single-side printed pages with no staples or bindings.

Audiovisual files should be submitted on DVD or USB sticks
formatted for PC. Applications that do not conform to this »
standard will not be considered.

No materials will be returned to their sender.

Upon the request of the jury in charge of selection, Fundacion

Botin may ask for additional information to the applicants.

Documents to be submitted:

A photocopy of a valid ID: NIF for Spanish citizens; NIE for
residents in Spain; passport or government issued ID cards for
all others; Tax Identification forms are valid).

A passport-size photograph of the applicant(s).

A Curriculum Vitae, which includes: academic qualifications,
professional activity, exhibitions, prizes, scholarships, etc.

(3 single-side printed pages maximum).
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Project title and summary (one hundred words maximum). Full
description of the project: goal, action plan (stages of
development and schedule) and your personal reasons for
wanting to carry it out. (10 single-side printed pages maximum)
Graphic Documentation, prints or color photocopies of the work
(originals will not be accepted, as well as accompanying
documentation such as catalogs, brochures, etc.)

Only for the grant awarded in priority to under-30 Spanish
artist: A detailed explanation of where they intend to relocate,
only in case the grant consists of training (academic or not) with
mention of the residency program they will attend, if applicable,
enclose its letter of acceptance, and any other information
related to the organization of their relocation plan, as well as the
project they wish to develop and how it relates to their current
work.

6. SELECTION

A jury of art professionals will be in charge of selecting the 6
projects that will be supported by Fundacién Botin. Members of
the jury will be announced after the closing date for the receipt
of applications. The decision of the jury will be final and cannot
be challenged.

7. ADMISSION

Applications must be postmarked on or before Friday, May 6,
2022. It is essential to fill the online form before submitting the
application.

Applications received at the Fundacion Botin in the week after
the closing date will be accepted if they bear a postmark prior to
May 6% 2022.
